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Several Issues Concerning University Curriculum Revision

Abstract: The 2019 version of undergraduate curriculum is an opportunity to comprehensively review, find
common ground and reshape higher education on their talent cultivation in the past four decades. However, the
problem of talent cultivation in universities in China is still outstanding.
